Today, I would like you to think about the difference between “H#)” and “H%".

“HHJ” or a goal is something that you hope to achieve in the end. And “H#%” or a
target is something that you aim at for the time being to achieve your goal. For
example, what kind of adult do you want to be? Or what kind of life do you want to lead?
That is your goal of life. = And what do you need to do to become such an adult? That

is your target for now.

Then what are the differences between “goal” and “target”?

First, you will have one big goal, and it may be an abstract one, while you may set
several concrete targets on the line toward your goal.  Or you cannot give up your goal
or change it so many times. But you can suspend your targets or change them to
attainable ones  You can think of a lot more differences between “goal” and “target.”

I want you to talk about this topic with your friends or with your family.

A goal without a target is just a dream. And a target without a goal will leave you

emptiness after you have attained it.

Before the beginning of the New Year, I want you to make your “goal” clear, and
